Organised by Commercial Radio Australia, on behalf of the radio industry, the ACRAs include 33
categories, which cover all areas of radio broadcasting including news, talk, sport, music and
entertainment. The Awards differ from television’s Logie Awards, in that they are peer judged with
judging panels comprised of industry members. Winners are announced in each category across
three areas: metropolitan, provincial and country commercial radio stations.

This will be Mr Grammer’s first visit to Australia and in addition to co-hosting the Awards he will be
the keynote speaker at the National Radio Conference on 14 October, also at Jupiters on the Gold
Coast.
